MOLECULAR PATHOLOGY OF SARCOMA LABORATORY
Applications are invited for a postdoctoral research fellow to join a highly motivated and enthusiastic group studying the molecular pathology of sarcoma and pediatric tumours. The candidate will participate in the European project EuroBoNeT, the main objective of which is the study of the Molecular Pathology of bone tumours.

The project will involve the molecular characterization of bone tumours, the development of new more precise methods for the diagnosis and prognosis of the neoplasia, and the discovery of new therapeutic targets. The objectives of the research include essential aspects of Ewing tumour biology, such as its histogenesis, identification, characterization and quantification of cancer stem cell population in ES, downstream targets of fusion proteins, and genetic changes in key pathways 
The candidate must hold a Ph.D. degree or M.D. in a relevant field, and previous postdoctoral experience will be positively considered. Prior training using molecular biology and mammalian cell culture techniques is mandatory; some experience with mesenchymal cells and/or animal model investigations is advantageous. 

Dr. Enrique de Alava is chair of the Molecular Pathology of Sarcoma laboratory. He is also one of the national coordinators of the Spanish Tumor Bank Network, and the Deputy Director of the National DNA Bank. His main scientific interest is molecular pathology of bone and soft tissue sarcomas. His group belongs to the Centro de Investigación del Cáncer (CIC), a cancer research institute located on the biomedical campus of the University of Salamanca, Spain. The CIC contains 20 independent research laboratories and state-of-the-art facilities such as multiarray cDNA technology, proteomics, transgenesis, and a tumor bank. The CIC includes groups engaged in basic, clinical, and translational research on cancer whose activities are evaluated periodically by an External Scientific Committee. In addition, the CIC is located adjacent to the University Hospital and the Life Sciences Departments of the University of Salamanca to enhance the interaction among basic and clinical researchers. The position will be appointed for 14 months, with possibility of extensions if a new European Project is granted.
Applications should include a letter of intent and curriculum vitae. Two reference letters will be required at the moment of the interview. Deadline for applications: October 15, 2009.
